IN THE MIDST OF THE STORM

As | sit to write this article, we languish in the brunt of the worst winter storm of
this winter. Snow blows all around and the piles get deeper everyday. Snow in winter
remains a normal part of living in St Marys and the surrounding communities. All of us
shoveled snow much later in the year than this, but this storm seems to impact us in an
odd way. Perhaps the warm February made us too comfortable.

However, in the midst of the storm life still exists and goes on. | look out the
window and see robins flying around looking for food and shelter from the storm.
