WHY  DO WE NEED  JESUS CHRIST ? 
 

 

 

 By now you have seen three questions posted around the church, and placed on the  
announcement screens on Sunday morning.  Did they make you think?  Did they cause you to  
pause and attempt to answer them?  Are you waiting for someone to answer them for you?   
Or did you simply ignore them thinking they were for someone else? 
 
 Why do we need Jesus Christ?  This seems like a rather obvious question, but if  you are asked 
this in public, how would you respond?  If you say something like; òWell, He died to save the world,ó 
have you truly answered why the person you are talking to needs Him.  After all, if  He died and the 
work is done, what does anyone need to do now?  If  you tell the person that Jesus rose from the 
grave, and because of that, we will live with Him in heaven, the person may respond good, I donõt 
have to worry anymore the work has been done.ó   Why do we need Christ?

Pentecost is the day on which the Christian church commemorates the coming 

of the Holy Spirit upon the apostles and others assembled in Jerusalem.   

It marks the beginning of the Christian church and the proclamation of its  

message throughout the world and is often referred to as the birthday of the 

church.  The liturgical color for Pentecost is red.  Traditionally, Pentecost has 

been a day for baptisms.  Because it was the custom in the early church for  

persons being baptized to wear white robes or clothing, the day also became 

known as Whitsunday, a contraction of white Sunday.
